All exhibits should be 
accurately tagged and entered 
in the entry book. 

Most vegetables are 
exhibited on a plate with the 
tag firmly attached. 



All the fruit or 
vegetables in an entry 
should be of uniform 
size, shape and color.  
Refer to the fair book 
for the correct number 
for each entry.
